RULES OF ENTRY

1. Entry fees: SDG MEMBERS  £7.00 per class  
NON-MEMBERS £10.00 per class



JUNIOR TEST £7.00 per test (10yrs & under 


(Late entries 50% extra per class – see rule 6)     


Fees must be enclosed with entry or entry will not be accepted.


2. Competitors must abide by these rules as condition of entry. Members must abide by Saxon Dressage Membership Rules, copies of which are obtainable from Entry Secretary. All tests run under BD rules unless otherwise stated in program.  Whips/commanders allowed in all tests unless otherwise stated in program. 

3. Unless stated on entry form entrants will be placed in open sections. Restrictions on classes must be adhered to or competitors will be placed in open sections.
4. Save for the death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the organisers or anyone for whom they are in law responsible, neither the organisers of any competition to which these rules apply nor any agent, employee or representative, accepts any responsibility for any accident, loss, damage, injury or illness to horses, riders, owners, spectators, land or any other person, howsoever caused.

5. TIMES: Two days before competition on 01373 859297  between 8.00pm and 9.00pm or via Website www.saxondressagegroup.co.uk 
6. ENTRIES CLOSE LAST POST ON MONDAY BEFORE COMPETITION. Late entries 50% extra per class if times have not been allocated. No telephone or email entries will be accepted.

7. All withdrawals to 01373 859297 only (by 6pm Monday before competition). No refunds will be given for withdrawals made after this time.  
8. The Committee reserve the right to alter or cancel any show/class, refuse any entries without explanation AND their decision is final. Classes may be split/amalgamated.
9. All horses and ponies must be 4 years old and over.

10. Horses and ponies tied up outside horseboxes/trailers must not be left unsupervised.  ALL DOGS MUST BE ON A LEAD.
11. PLEASE TAKE ALL YOUR LITTER, HAY and DROPPINGS etc HOME WITH YOU.
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
